Dear Select Board members and other local officials,

IMPORTANT NOTICE

Should CVRPC amend its bylaws and governing structure to accept the roles and responsibilities of the Central Vermont Economic Development Corporation?

A final public forum, in anticipation of the above question being voted by CVRPC representatives on October 8, is scheduled for:
6:30 to 7:30 p.m., Tuesday, September 10, 2013 in the Central VT Chamber conference room, Berlin.

On behalf of the 2 organizations and a joint committee of both organizations, we want to inform you of the process in place to consider consolidation of the Central Vermont Regional Planning Commission (CVRPC) and the Central Vermont Economic Development Corporation (CVEDC).

As we hope you know, the joint committee of the 2 organizations issued a report recommending that the 2 organizations merge.  A copy of the full report can be found at http://www.centralvtplanning.org.  The website's home page has links to the report, to comments from several towns, and to video of the May 2013 Commission meeting analyzing the merger.

To complete the merger,  CVRPC's Bylaws will have to be amended to expand the Commission by adding 9 "development directors" and 3 "at large directors" to the 23 "municipal directors"; a favorable vote by 60% of Commissioners will be needed to amend the Bylaws; and CVEDC will have to vote to dissolve itself.
We are sending this letter to select board members of each member municipality to ensure that each member is aware of the opportunity to attend and ask questions or offer comments on Tuesday, September 10.  You are encouraged to discuss this issue with your representative to CVRPC between now and October 8 when the vote will be taken.
